Read Acts

Read Romans
Read the New Testament, twice

1. Read the wisdom books of the Old Testament
1. In 4 months read Proverbs, Psalms, Job and Songs of Solomo
2. Read a chapter of Proverbs each day (completing it 4 times in 4 months)
3. After 3,5 months you complete the other books, and for the rest of the days you can read
